This global reach of their power has made them often want to influence countries or regions that they considered key to maintaining their presence throughout the planet.
The American military has undergone a major transformation since the Revolutionary War. Not only has it expanded significantly, but it has become more experienced, added new branches to its ranks, and become more technologically advanced. It developed into a very formidable force. In general, the United States found itself successful in its military endeavors. Most importantly, however, it was able to protect the American people as well as their rights from foreign enemies (Showman et al.).
Although the British were a more competent force than the colonies at the time, the colonists emerged victorious because they had a cohesive military unit that could defend their rights. This unit was organized, aided and trained by the French, and had a clear purpose. This purpose was to fight in the war and defend American lives. Of course, this army was far from perfect and took quite some time to become properly trained. It progressed from an untrained militia to a deadly fighting force with a clear goal. This goal was to gain independence from the British and serve as a form of security. Leadership and experience are critical components of a successful army (McDonough, and Linderman). 
It can be argued that the Continental Army had this to some degree. Within the army, there was a clear chain of command. It consisted of a commander and generals who would lead the army and military operations. The commander in chief was, of course, George Washington of Virginia. Israel Putnam, Philip Schuyler, Artemas Ward, Horatio Gates, and Charles Lee were some of the generals of the Continental Army. Many of the generals were New Englanders. What is significant about them is that they had experienced something many of the American soldiers lacked. For example, Martin and Lender stated, “Lee had an excellent record in Europe”. Horatio Gates was a “British veteran officer”. Also, Putnam and Schuyler were described as having considerable “experience in the colonial wars” (Showman et al.). 
Having as much experience in warfare as possible was vital for the success of the Continental Army. Later the army received extensive training in Valley Forge from more experienced European officials, something that considerably assisted in making the army more formidable. The value of having experience in warfare cannot be stressed enough. Lack of it results in a loss of life and loss in war. It was important that those with experience were the leaders of the army. This further established the chain of command. This also is essential for a fighting force. Having this organization established discipline, which as Washington stated, ‘is the soul of the army’ (McDonough, and Linderman).
In the 1812 war, the U.S Army suffered a great defeat at the hands of its enemies. The British army engaged in a war with the American Army that lasted more than two years. The authors believe it is a time when the government of USA looked vulnerable at the hands of its enemies. It prompted major improvements in specific matters related to security in an attempt to improve the nation’s army. According to this work, improvement in strategies proved worth because they achieved their target results (Showman et al.). 
World War I, or the Great War, was a long and violent affair for both sides. It was a major point in world history as well as American history. The Americans that fought in the war were forced to undergo major changes to be able to fight and be a formidable force. The military underwent changes during and after the Great War. The most notable of these include changes to civilian attitude and life, tension from black people participating in the war, as well as the American soldiers’ response to a new fighting style overseas (McDonough, and Linderman). 
In addition, veterans started gaining benefits for their service, most of them being economic. Finally, it is important to note the social position of veteran soldiers during the Second World War. Some of the changes experienced by the military were a continuation of those from the Civil War. There was a major change in the expectations and treatment of soldiers from the Civil War to the First World War. Soldiers were no longer simply trained and equipped by the government. They were expected to adopt the lifestyle of a prototypical soldier and feel a sense of unity with their fellow warriors. Essentially, they were expected to make drastic changes in their lives (Showman et al.).

The US has been established for 240 years now, and in the nation’s first 130 years it went through major transformations. Of these transformations, there were many strides and changes regarding the military that took place from the beginning of the Revolution to the dawn of World War One in 1917. Many factors and variables attributed to needing for changes in the military some factors were positive while others negative. In the years preceding its inception, the United States faced many challenges, obstacles, and adversaries that it had to overcome and relinquish in order to succeed (McDonough, and Linderman). 
The ever-changing opposition that the United States faced during its first 130 years of existences was a true test of the nation’s military and its ability to provide security and stability to its inhabitants. At the dawn of the Revolution, the colonies only had citizen soldiers to combat and counter Britain’s Royal Army. Soon that all changed when the first official intercolonial force was created by representatives of each colony at the Second Continental Congress held in Philadelphia in 1775. Where the representatives established the First Continental Army (Showman et al.). 
Due to the increase in British Aggression in the New England colonies the Continental Army was established in order to provide support to the state militias. After extensive testing through trial and error the Continental Army had many kinks and issues especially in its infrastructure that required changes such as extending the length of enlistments because the military had a poor turnover rate, consolidating the equipment and drill manuals of the militia and the Continental Army so they could cohesively work and operate with one another. Also, another main issue they focused on was improving the relations between officers and enlisted men in order to strengthen discipline and respect so they could sculpt war-ready soldiers that are prepared for the realities of battle, and are able to perform under pressure when the time calls (McDonough, and Linderman).
Furthermore, the United States effectively assembled a military force strong enough to take on the British Army; which at the time was the most revered military in the world. The success of the United States can be attributed to the colonial people and their patriotic spirit as well as the founding fathers who organized and got the United States of the ground (Showman et al.). 
After the Revolutionary War, the United States had new pressing issues that developed, regarding what were the necessary steps they needed to take militarily and how much security did they need to provide for the American people. An issue within the United States quickly developed regarding the Articles of Confederation, after Shays rebellion made an example of how weak the articles truly were. Shays Rebellion prompted many officials to call for a stronger national government to swiftly suppress future rebellions. America soon realized it needed a new governing document in order to solve these issues. The United States then created the Constitution which consisted of seven articles (McDonough, and Linderman).
Throughout the 1800s until the early 1900s, European countries enjoyed a period of rapid growth in society as well as a time of relative peace between neighboring powers. This beneficial period grew out of the Industrial Revolution which acted as an important factor in the West because of the major improvements and several technological advances made at the time (Showman et al.). 
Although the Industrial Revolution created stability and a massive increase in wealth for numerous countries, the change also perpetuated several problems that had been producing tension for many years all across Europe. Encouraged by new economic and military strength, Western powers quickly began a series of imperialistic campaigns into weaker territories in order to expand their empires. However, colonies soon began to resent foreign rule imposed by mother countries thus resulting in a powerful move toward nationalism and self-rule (Showman et al.). 
The surge in Nationalism reached a fervor in June of 1914 when a Serbian nationalist assassinated the Archduke of the Austrian-Hungarian Empire to display their demand for independence. Serbia’s violent actions enraged Austria-Hungary to such an extent that the government declared war against the nationalists. Despite being between the two, past alliances that were originally created to ensure a state of peace drew several other world powers into what was to become World War I (McDonough, and Linderman). 
Thus, while the assassination of Archduke Ferdinand in Sarajevo sparked the beginning of World War I, certain dilemmas including imperialism, nationalism, and the complex alliance system between nations contributed to the growing tension between European powers that ultimately erupted into the War. Imperialism reemerged during the 1800s in Europe due in part to the Industrial Revolution from which new advancements in political and social life were founded by Westerners (Showman et al.). 
These improvements led to a need for expansion into other lands so that new markets of consumers might be established to whom they could sell factory goods and obtain various natural resources. The will to increase military and political prestige also served as motives for imperialism by European governments. In addition, citizens of Europe developed a genuine concern for their “little brothers,” and wish to spread Western culture in order to modernize underdeveloped colonies (McDonough, and Linderman). 
While European desires seemed, at a glance, peaceful and unaggressive, many immediately recognized the true purposes as well as complications surrounding imperialism. Conquerors held strong to the belief that they had a right to rule the people without their consent and the gods approved or directed each conquest. As a result, European powers abused control over imperialized countries by employing various, unequal strategies that limited or refined the rights of the people (Showman et al.). 
World War I changed the balance of economic power around the world drastically. The countries who won gained most of the economic power, while on the other hand the losers just suffered. For example, the US and Japan were the only two countries in a better economic situation than before. However, not all the winning countries benefitted. France and Great Britain actually lost more than they had won. Since fighting was occurring in Europe, most of their land was in ruin from the war. Also, Germany and the other central powers also struggled economically from the major loss. Therefore World War I changed the whole balance of economic power around the world (Showman et al.).
The achievement of the Military Defense system is attributed to great research and development work both in schools and defense department. They believe that the education system that allows students to study and do research on security has provided better alternatives for improving the U.S. Military Defense system. Much of the latest technology used by the defense system is a result of the continued research in security by these two categories of people (McDonough, and Linderman).
The development of the U.S military department is a result of previous wars that have faced the American nation. Initially, it started with a small number of staff in the department. The wars that resulted like that of 1812 prompted it to increase its capacity following the massive defeat it suffered from the British Army. The history is full of ups and downs, but it is no longer the case. Today, USA has the most powerful defense and military system capable of protecting the nation’s interests.
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
