Evolution of Fashion
Introduction

Many thousands of years ago, people discovered clothing as a means of protection from the adverse effects of nature, as they developed; they began to reflect on its aesthetic function.

Costumes and jewelry were very diverse and attractive, but every nation had an individual style (Rubenstein). In the clothes of representatives from different parts of the world there were practically no identical objects, and any foreign attire was strange and outlandish and only from the 14th century we can talk about the emergence of fashion in its modern sense. The homeland of fashion is the city of Paris in France (Rabine). Since this time, noble women from European countries have been creating very extravagant high hats for themselves. They are fabric structures to which cones are attached by studs. This headdress was called the "hat with horns." While in the Renaissance, silk and velvet are becoming fashionable. The main legislator of style in the 15th century was Florence and in 16th century was Venice (Trexler). In women's outfits, such details as a long train, a neckline, which is becoming bolder, and sleeves with a cut, are noted and the Venetian women started wearing high chignons on their heads (false hair) and tie them with thin scarves while the faces are framed with black velvet covers. In the 15th century, with the development of tailoring art, the design of clothes began and the technology of making clothes began to become noticeably more complicated. From the middle of the 16th century, Spanish stiffness became popular when the necklines disappeared and the dresses with a solid gate and high starched collars became the new fashion. 
In the sixteenth century and the beginning of the seventeenth century, the fashion of Spain influences the European style of dressing (Lemire and Giorgio). During this period, called the Golden Age of Spain, the country achieved global economic and political leadership, and accordingly, many elements of the Spanish costume of that time became widely popular. At the end of the 16th century, Italy began to influence the trends in European clothing, where the Baroque style was born at that time. Italy was famous for its magnificent fabrics, and the entire wealthy public, aspiring to dress luxuriously, wanted to wear clothes from Italian velvet, satin, taffeta and lace. 
In the era of the High Renaissance in Italy, fashion was first scientifically detailed. During the Renaissance, the first literary sources appeared in which it was told about clothes, the first guides on how to dress and make up and how to best meet the requirements of modern fashion. These requirements were formulated in the Italian literature of the time. For example, in the treatise of the Italian philosopher, humanist, writer Alessandro Piccolomini, “Raffaella, or the beautiful manners of women” (La Raffaella ovvero della bella creanza delle donne), published in 1539, from the dialogue between two heroines, Rafaella and Margherita, discussing clothes, cosmetics, jewelry and other earthly joys, you can learn about some of the views on fashion. 
The relatively frequent change in the form of the costume in the late middle ages, the fascination for novelty, and the emergence of imitation suggest that fashion as a socio-psychological phenomenon began to emerge during this period. However, there was still no general fashion. The general fashion in Europe began to be established from the middle of the 17th century, and national peculiarities faded into the background. In the introduction of modern fashion, it became possible due to the fashion system that began to develop in France during the reign of King Louis XIV, known as Louis the Great or King of the Sun (Louis XIV Le Roi Soleil), and this process was far from being spontaneous.
French fashion has become dominant in Europe since the mid-seventeenth century. During this period, France became one of the most powerful world powers, the center of political and cultural life in Europe. Fashion was created with this country as a significant component of cultural, political and social life. Thanks to the first, in some way, fashion designer King Louis XIV and his famous finance minister Jean-Baptiste Colbert, the state took an active part in the development of the luxury industry as part of France’s political and cultural expansion. As a result, a new clothing production infrastructure has emerged. State-owned enterprises controlled by the government were created and the production of clothing was legally separated from its sale. Fashion consumption was tightly controlled by developing laws about the purchase of luxury goods. Despite frequent wars and revolutions of the 18th and 19th centuries, France managed to preserve its reputation as a trendsetter, and Paris remained the center of world fashion.
During the 17th to 19th centuries, the styles of clothing were constantly changing, becoming more complex and simplified. From the middle of the 19th century, changes began to occur in fashion, bringing it closer to modernity. The elements of the men's suit began to penetrate into the women's wardrobe, the appearance of sportswear began to appear, and the tendency to simplify the form of clothing began. French fashion designer Paul Poiret is considered as the creator of a new lifestyle that prevailed in Europe and America until the early 1920s, and therefore is known as the reformer of fashion. A number of prominent fashion designers appeared at the beginning of the 20th century who changed the idea of the style of dress, such as Coco Chanel, Elsa Schiaparelli, Jeanne Lanvin (Jeanne-Marie Lanvin), and Jean Patou.
Role of plus Size Women in Evolution of Fashion
The plus-sized women were ignored in the fashion industry till the 19th century (Peters) when a famous fashion designer Ya’ara Keydar, who also assembled the Beyond Measure said that they had to introduce the clumsy women in the fashion industry as there was a term called plus sized that need to be utilized. Fashion is not limited to a certain body mass as the chubby women look more voluptuous. They have their own space in this industry. The trend of the skinny models on the ramp was changed when the plus-sized model named Stella Ellis on Thursday night accompanied by seven students of the NYU rocked the ramp with their costume studies. The women and the men all have their fashion statements to follow. These are the trends that make e person feel good about them.
