It gives a glimpse that the planned research is highly effective in the research as it fills the gaps of previous studies. Besides, it shows that the researcher knows the significance of the study in the literature. If the effective contribution of the research is not mentioned in the proposal then it shows research is meaningless and no one can benefit from the research outcomes. The research is considered aimless if it does not contribute to the literature or provide novel information (Nardi, 2018).

The professionals, students, and the general public must get some informative material from the research. If the study is highly contributing to the practice and research field but it is not mentioned in the proposal, then there might be chances, then the research proposal can be degraded because of the inadequacy of valuable information (Goertzen, 2017). If the researcher has a lot of supporting evidence for planning research on the topic then it must be mentioned in the research proposal because the reflection is given based on the proposal. The proposal must incorporate research contribution in the practical and research level so that the study must be presentable and looks significant. The contributions are primarily the supporting statements about the planned research (Polit & Beck, 2010).
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
