Different leadership styles can have a significant impact on how an organization runs and the culture it develops. 
Democratic Leadership and their Impact 
       Democratic leadership, also known as participative leadership, can positively impact party growth, performance, and satisfaction (Gadirajurrett et al., 2024) . However, decision-making can also be delayed, especially in situations that require urgent resolution. teams guided by democratic leaders excel in projects that require creativity and innovation, as members are more willing to share ideas freely but the need for consensus can drive growth slowed down when urgency is critical (Hassnain, 2023) . In terms of satisfaction, democratic leadership tends to lead to higher levels of job satisfaction, as employees feel heard and valued. 
Servant Leadership and Their Impact 
     Employee performance, commitment at work, and the extent of trust towards leadership describe the impact of servant leadership in an organization (Ren & Shen, 2024). This leadership has a solid interpersonal bond built between the team that creates mutual trust with respect for one another. This thus gives rise to team dynamics where team members feel that colleagues support and encourage them to assist each other. Servant leadership can, over time, result in higher commitment and productivity (Gelaidan et al., 2024).  In terms of satisfaction, the servant leadership style engenders high morale for team members because they care about them. 
Transformational Leadership and Their 
          Transformational leaders significantly influence employees and team members by actively listening, mentoring, and promoting the professional development of each individual (Afsar & Umrani, 2024). Transformational leadership is exceptionally effective in contexts necessitating innovation, adaptability, and a propensity for risk-taking. Job satisfaction under transformational leadership can be elevated, particularly among individuals motivated by a sense of purpose (Braun et al., 2024).

         A conflict emerges within a hospital's surgical team during the deployment of a new electronic medical records (EMR) system in a healthcare environment. The senior surgeons, accustomed to conventional methods, raise apprehensions regarding the new system's intricacy and the possible delays it may introduce in patient care. Conversely, younger physicians and IT professionals champion the system's advantages, highlighting its potential to optimize operations, minimize errors, and improve patient safety over time. The senior surgeons perceive their experience as undervalued, whereas the junior team members regard opposition to change as a hindrance to advancement. This disagreement underscores the dichotomy between conventional knowledge and the pursuit of technical progress, generating friction among team members.
Resolution Strategy 1: Encourage Open Communication
           To address this conflict, open communication should first be encouraged with structured meetings between all parties (Dincyurek & Civelek, 2024).  The hospital management will ensure both senior and junior members of the team could express their opinions by organizing a discussion facilitated by a neutral mediator. This approach aligns with the Thomas and Kilmann conflict resolution model, which emphasizes mutual respect and listening to understand the causes of disagreement.
Resolution Strategy 2: Integrated Communication Strategies
        Effective mediation also requires the use of a combination of negotiation strategies to find a solution that satisfies both parties. Using Fisher and Urie's "Getting to Yes" principles, hospital administrators can focus on shared interests such as patient safety, improved productivity, etc. From the contradicting each other (resist vs. implement new policies) to shared goals (enhancing patient care), teams can collaborate in a phased approach (Singh Varma & Gupta, 2024). 
Resolution Strategy 4: Process Approach-informed decision-making process
         Finally, having a step-by-step approach to making decisions ensures that the conflict is solved and does not result in additional problems that arise (Alex & Mukadi, 2024). This approach, by applying best practices from the management lessons, ensures that all voices heard during the planning process harmonize with the objective of the hospital. This way, it both solves the conflict at hand and creates a culture of cooperation and inclusion for the future.
[bookmark: _Toc182878398]Social Loafing and Team Performance
It is the social loafing phenomenon rooted in social psychology. It describes an individual's tendency to work less or put less effort into something when work in a group, compared to his own work when he works alone (Vveinhardt & Banikonytė, 2024). As this concept was discovered, intriguingly by Max Ringelmann, a French agricultural engineer, it can be seen how a group's dynamics affects the work of different individuals. To address social loafing, managers must implement strategies that increase individual accountability, foster team cohesion, and foster a culture of motivation and engagement. 
Enhancing Individual Accountability 
Its most effective way to combat social loafing is to increase individual accountability within the group. According to (Singh Varma & Gupta, 2024)  managers can do this by clearly defining roles and responsibilities for each team member. By ensuring that each member has a specific, measurable level of performance, managers can make it easier to recognize when someone isn’t contributing enough. Regular performance reviews, improvement requirements, and feedback can further reinforce the importance of accountability. Using project management tools like Asana or Trello, project managers can assign tasks and track each team member’s progress, making it harder for social loafers to hide behind other people’s work. 
Strategies for one-to-one and group discussions
Open communication is necessary to cope with social loafing. A good starting point could be private discussion with individuals believed to be social loafing. The purpose of these discussions should be to understand their side of the story, their fears, and difficulties. Such discussions should be handled with emotional intelligence; accusations should be completely avoided so that a constructive discussion is created .(Singh Varma & Gupta, 2024)
Reconceptualizing roles and responsibilities
       Clarifying and occasionally changing roles and responsibilities can markedly diminish social loafing. A comprehensive comprehension of individual tasks and their influence on collective performance enhances each team member's sense of accountability (Rinaily Bonifacio, 2024). Customizing positions to align with individual talents and interests can enhance engagement and productivity. Periodic evaluations of roles and duties guarantee their continued relevance and challenge, hence maintaining team members' motivation and attention.
Reward Systems and Incentives
The managers can overcome the adverse effects of social loafing by implementing a reward system that focuses on individual and group performance. According to  Spencer Lanoue, (2024)incentive structures pay individual contributions so that members of a group will work hard and put in their best. Through rewarding the employees with bonuses, recognition awards, or even more public acknowledgment of outstanding performance, a manager can encourage employees to take ownership of their tasks. However, individual versus team-based incentives should be implemented in such a manner that they do not lead to competition, which might make the team become non-collaborative. For example, performance-based bonuses contingent on both individual and team outcomes may provide a culture of help within a team where each individual member tries to support and help each other.
