Jose- Good afternoon, I am Interview you today for a college project about immigrates. The project is about few questions, will you like to help me?
Rueda- Good afternoon Jose, yes, I will be glad to help you out sit. 
Jose- Thank you....... where you were born? And how was your life in your born country?
Rueda- I was born in Nicaragua City of Leon in November 30, 1980.  This was a year after Nicaragua's big victory of the rebellion of the contras who were led by Sandinistas to get rid of their president. At five years old my mother whom was a nurse aid in the military hospital, wanted a better life for her and myself, she made the decision to acquire a working visa during the hard years of Nicaragua, she fled the country leaving me behind under the care of grandmother and aunts.
Jose- How old were you when you left your country? Why you left your country? 
Rueda- At the age of seven years old my aunt and her two children's ages of one and six decided to join her husband who also fled Nicaragua in the early 80s due to the wars. By the 1987 my aunt Magdalena and my cousin Yasser and by her friend Brenda migrated to the United States by land. 
Jose- How long it took you to come to United States?  and challenges you face? 
Rueda- It took us almost a year in our travels. We hiked, ran at night, swam rivers, traveled thru trains, until we reach Mexico border. Once in Mexico the group traveling with women and kids were robbed by locals, the men beated and I witness the woman being raped most men's where hurt bad. As children's they lay us on the group pointing Simi automate guns and rifles taking everything we had, thru this year of travel we had financial help from both my aunt husband and my mother. After the assaults and crimes committed by these hooligans the group continued crossing over the waters that connected to the border of United States of America. 
Jose- What was your challenges in this country? And why? 
Rueda- Growing up in the United States after arriving at such shirt age had its challenges, for one the language although it didn't take me long enough to learn it, but also the immigration status. You see when you are a citizen you have better options such as medical care, education, and work. I never had the opportunity nor the right for resources to help me achieve such essentials. 
Jose- What was your best memory in the United States?
Rueda- The best memory I have in my years of life has to be my childhood growing up in the hard areas of the Bronx in the 80's. I remember the entire south Bronx, empty lands my cousins and I used to rides our old bikes, not too much crime everyone was nicer.

Rueda- One day I would love to go back to the country I was born I n, but never got the opportunity to know as I read in history books Nicaragua has surpass most of their property issues and now has become a land where the rich began realty developments, Although I consider an American since I live here my whole life there is still the part of me that wants to visit my native culture.
