FINANCE---INDIVIDUAL PROJECT ASSIGNMENT
Requirements: 
Your presentation date(s) will correlate with the chapters of the course book at the time of your presentation.  For example, if you choose to present on Jan. 25th then you will select the topic(s) that correlate with the date you select. For example, you would cover Chapter 1 and the next indication for IP would cover Chapter 2.
The format of your paper should be 12 Calibri, double spaced, 1 inch margins, with a minimum of 3 pages, but no more than 5 pages. An additional page of works cited must be included.  All pages must be stapled. A copy of your PowerPoint is required. Submission to TurnitIn on iCampus must be submitted the day before your scheduled presentation. If you do not submit your work to TurnitIn before your presentation there will be a 20 point deduction. If you do not present on the day you selected there will be a 30 point deduction.
Wikipedia and other such generic, general references are not acceptable. PowerPoint presentations must include the following: 
Your task is to present and discuss the topics associated with your selected date.  For example, of you choose Jan. 25th you will include in your presentation information, explanations and examples of a budget, balance sheet, and opportunity cost. 
· Provide a detailed explanation of each of the topics and what financial purpose they serve.
· What is the value and impact of each of the topic(s) to your current financial situation?
·  How does each of the topics impact your future financial security?  
· Be specific and provide examples to support your reasons.
· Can you apply these topics to your financial growth?  How?
