Paper Guidelines – Psy 111 - GWCC

First paper submission: 
· Select a topic that you are interested in by looking in your book. You may select a topic from any of the four chapters; Chapter One, The Science of Psychology; Chapter Two, Brain & Behavior; Chapter Four, States of Consciousness; or Chapter Twelve, Psychological Disorders. 
· Format an essay style paper following APA format incorporating a title page and reference page.  One inch margins all around, double spacing, 12 inch font. Use the APA format for Psychology Papers guidelines to get started. Be sure to follow formatting exactly, look up how to format using any of the library sources, APAstyle.org or Purdue online. You may also simply google for formatting advice.
· Your paper will be graded as follows: 20 pts content; 15 pts APA; 15 pts grammar & writing. Each submission is worth 50 pts. I will NOT accept late or emailed submissions.

· Your first submission should include:
· A description of your topic along with definition from your book
· Explanation from your book (or other source) of concept
· Include any particulars (researchers involved, experiments)
· An observation or personal experience of your topic
· A question that you would like to research involving your topic
· One journal article (EBSCO, PSYCHINFO, library database)
· Be sure to read your article, analyze & summarize in your paper
· Describe the details of the experiment from your article (participants, methods, results) DO NOT QUOTE 
· Write ABOUT the research in your own words & cite (Author, date)
· Be sure to include a title page, reference page (book & article)



Second paper submission: 
· This submission is a continuation of the first. You will make any corrections to the first draft that are needed and then add new research material to this submission. You will choose another journal article to analyze & summarize and add this information to your second submission. Be sure to include a proper APA reference.
· Explain your experiment (participants, method, results)
· Connect your research to your topic
· Again use your book to explain any topics, ideas or definitions
· Proofread your paper for clarity, grammar, sentence structure & concepts
· Be sure to turn in the previously graded copy – MUST have for grading
· Use the writing center or tutoring if needed; Use the library for research help; see me!

· Your final draft should be submitted NO LATER than the published deadline on your syllabus
· All corrections to APA format, writing & content should be made
· Be sure to turn in an error free, double spaced, single page printed, stapled copy to me personally. NO EMAILED assignments will be accepted
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· Your paper should have addressed:
· Your research question (form a conclusion)
· Analysis & summaries of 2 journal articles
· Use of your textbook as a resource
· APA formatted title & reference pages

· A minimum of 5 pages plus your title & reference pages.
